KON PROGRAM
FOR SOCIAL ENTREPRENEURSHIP

KON is a six-week social entrepreneurship program, co-created with Babson college -
Executive Education in Boston. Babson is considered the most prestigious entrepreneurship
college in the US and the number 1 institution in the world for entrepreneurship education. The
program trains young people between the ages of 12-16 on how to transform their ideas into
implementable action, aiming to develop responsible business solutions to our community’s
most pressing social challenges. Kon is sponsored by Agility and is supported by the American
University of Kuwait.

The program adopts Babson’s innovative experiential learning model which entails:

Workshops delivered by trainers

Group activities

Field trips

Mentorship sessions led by entrepreneurs and business savvy experts

LOYAC hosted the program at the American University of Kuwait through the collaboration with
the Centre for Continuing Education (CCE) at the university. By the end of the program, the
young entrepreneurs pitch their social business ideas to a judging panel of influential global
business experts including a representative from Babson College.

Following the program, three young entrepreneurs were selected to visit the refugee camp in
Begaa, Lebanon. During their four day visit, the entrepreneurs explored challenges the families
faced at the camp to help innovate a business idea and improve their living conditions.

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DOW DEBATE

Young participants benefited from our debate workshop, which allowed them to gain effective
communication and persuasion skills. At the end of the 2-day workshop, the youth were
challenged to display their newly acquired talents by debating on the issue of enforcing
environmental conservation programs on citizens. Participants and winners were awarded
certificates and prizes sponsored by The Dow Chemical Company.

Fursan AlSina’a Program

In collaboration with Kuwait Industries Union, LOYAC organized “Fursan AlSina’a” program for
the third consecutive year addressing youth between the ages of 12 to 17 years old.

The program encourages the participants to learn the importance of industrial production at a
national level as well as shed light on the industrial sector and its role in diversifying Kuwait’s
economy.

The program includes valuable workshops at Kuwait’'s Chamber of Commerce and Industry which
encourage participants to learn about team building and its significance, time management,
communication skills and positive thinking.

During the program, participants attend a number of field visits to key Kuwaiti factories in order
to learn about the crucial role that the industrial sector plays towards enabling economic balance
in Kuwait.

Forsan AlSina’a program qualifies participants for the labor market, develop their entrepreneurial
skills and will facilitate them to succeed in their future projects.

The program also aims to directly tackle the issue of unemployment, increasing national income
and ultimately raising the level of productivity by empowering the youth who join the program.

LOYAC INTERNSHIP PROGRAM

LOYAC internship program provides distinctive practical training opportunities for youth
ages 16 to 27. The program aims at helping them develop various aspects of their
personal and professional development skills so that they are equipped with the tools
they need in the earliest stages of their career.

The participants in this program are trained in diversified sectors including but not limited
to the medical, banking, retail, engineering and F&B sectors. Interns are expected to
complete a minimum of 80 work hours within their chosen sector.

To increase the quality of the program, LOYAC dedicated a team of supervisors to act
as a medium between the company and the intern and to most importantly evaluate the
intern’s overall performance through periodically scheduled visits within the duration of
the internship.

Our Yemen chapter does critical work in the South of Yemen. They carry a message of peace in areas where
none can be found; we strive to enhance the youth’s abilities in rebuilding themselves and changing the
narrative of their story. We hand them the tools and watch them create positive effective change, uplifting

themselves and their communities.

GIVE HER A CHANCE

This course aims at increasing the employment
opportunities for women who live in the coastal and
countryside towns of Aden and Lahj governorates
by teaching them reading and writing to create
a generation that is aware and economically
independent.

The total number of beneficiaries is 253
language course graduates and 9 employment
opportunities for the teachers of this project.

HEALTH AWARENESS

With an increase and spread of contagious
diseases due to poor hygiene practices, we
dedicated a team of volunteers to raise awareness
on proper hygiene practices to the community as a
whole, with a focus on school children.

Total number of beneficiaries, 1380.

| WILL BE FINE

Growing up through the current critical events occuring
in the region, LOYAC recognized the negative emotional
and psychological trauma that children can carry well
into their future.

The aim of this course is to provide much needed
psychological and emotional counseling, hoping to equip
children with the tools needed to heal and peacefully
evolve.

Two courses were held in 2017, each course expanded
5 days with an additional day with the LOYAC volunteers
in Aden government to reinforce what'’s learned.

Number of beneficiaries: 30 children.

CHILD BRIDES

Our community suffers from the long standing tradition
of marrying girls too early,especially in rural areas. This
causes major physical and psychological trauma. We
encounter children having children, stunning their own
bodies and minds into accepting an ill begotten fate.
Our aim is to spread awareness on the physical and
psychological trauma this can have on young girls
before the age of 18, while also presenting them with
examples of strong successful females that have broken
down barriers and chosen different paths.

Number of beneficiaries is 201 female from
the coastal cities of Aden.
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Since its establishment in 2010, the LOYAC AC Milan Soccer Academy remains one of the most
